God’s Plan For Salvation: 
 1)  Recognize that you have a sin problem.  The Bible tells us in Romans 3:23  “For all 

have sinned and fall short of the Glory of God”. 
 2)  Understand There Will be a Day of Judgment For Sin.  Hebrews 9:27 explains to us 

that “man has been appointed once to die, and then the judgment”. 
 3)  God Loves You So Much, He Has Provided a Rescue From Judgment of Sin:.  The 

promise is found in the Gospel of John 3:16-17 “For God so loved the world, that he gave 
his only begotten Son, that whosoever believeth in him should not perish, but have 
everlasting life. For God sent not his Son into the world to condemn the world; but that the 
world through him might be saved.” 

 4)  Ask Jesus to Forgive You of Your Sin.  1 John 1:9 extends a promise to you: “If we 
confess our sins, he is faithful and just to forgive us our sins, and to cleanse us from all 
unrighteousness. 

 5)  Believe – “If you confess with your mouth the Lord Jesus and believe in your heart that 
God has raised Him from the dead, you will be saved. For with the heart one believes unto 
righteousness, and with the mouth confession is made unto salvation. For the Scripture 
says, whoever believes on Him will not be put to shame. (Romans 10:9-10) 

 6)  Pray – “Jesus, I believe that you died for my sins, that you were buried, and on the third 
day rose from the dead.  I know you did this for me.  I invite you into my heart to be the Lord 
and Master of my life.  Please give me the strength to obey you all of my days. I pray this in 
the Name of Jesus. AMEN”
